VI. ENTRY FEE  

Participant's entry fee (including VAT 18%):

Formula 3, Formula-1600 - 324euro;

Touring, Super Production, Honda Civic, Touring-Light, Super 1600 - 400euro;

National class - 240euro;

Legends - 270euro. 
Entry fee is to be paid to the Organizer before the Sporting checks. To participate in more than one racing group the competitor has to pay the entry fee for each group. 

VII.ADVERTISING

The advertising stickers will be given during the Sporting checks.

VIII.OTHER INFORMATION AND REQUIREMENTS

Results of qualifying practice and races will be published on the official information board and the media center. The decisions of the Race director become valid at the moment they are signed and located on the official information board.  

Paddock places could not be booked! The organizers should allocate the place in the paddock. Parking in the paddock is allowed with valid passes only.

All winners must take part in prize giving ceremony. 

Pit lane speed is limited at 60 km/h during all the event. Penalty for over speeding during free practice, warm up and qualifying is:  5…20 km/h 5€ per 1km/h, over 20km/h 20€ per 1km/h. 

It is not allowed to add fuel on the pit lane.

There will be judges of fact along the race track.

All vehicles shall be scrutineered before the timed practice. The noise level of the cars could be measured during the scrutineering. Racing numbers shall be visible by scrutineers.

IX.PROTESTS AND APPEALS

Protests and appeals could be made in accordance with Chapter XII and XIII of the FIA Sporting Code. All protests must be made to the secretary of the race and accompanied by the 200EUR +VAT fee (sporting protests) or 500 EUR +VAT (technical protest, if disassembling of the car is required and confirmed by the chief scrutineer). Time for protesting is 30 min. after issuing of provisional results

Appellation fee is 1100 EUR.

X.PRIZE GIVING

Prize giving is held immediately after the last race of the each class.  
XI.TIMEKEEPING DEVICES

All competition vehicles must carry AMB timing transponders during the entire event. The driver is responsible for rented and mounted transponder. Damage or loss of the transponder will result in cash reimbursement of the 350€ per the transponder to the organizer. Transponders must be returned to the time keeping personnel not later than 60 minutes after last run of the car.
